She refused both an abortion and a hysterectomy while pregnant 

with her fourth child despite knowing that her refusal could result in her own death, which did 

later occur.  The extreme sacrifice she sealed with her life testifies that those who have courage 

to give of themselves totally to god and to others can lead a life of fulfilment. 

2. What does St. Gianna teach us from her life?  

We should rediscover the pure, chaste beauty of conjugal love, lived as a response to divine 

call. We learn how to place ourselves at the service of each person we meet within family and 

professional lives and thus grow in love and holiness, acknowledging the worth and dignity of 

human life.
