His Excellency Bishop Bosco Puthur visited the  
St. Kuriakose Elias Chavara Syro Malabar Mission, 

Orange on the 13th of March, 2022.

St. Kuriakose Elias Chavara Syro Malabar Mission,  
Orange was established in 2014. We are a small  
mission with a moving community of around 60-70 
families at any given time.

We have had the pleasure of hosting his Excellen-
cy thrice at Orange and during each visit we have wit-
nessed his support and encouragement to this com-
munity. His Excellency had inaugurated the mission 
during his first visit. Later he visited the mission in 
2021 and guided us in our endeavours like transition-
ing to accounting in MYOB and witnessed first hand 
the growth in the community. He gave solemn Holy 
Communion to 2 kids in the mission during that visit 
and held meetings with the acting parish council and 
cathecism teachers to better understand our current 
actives and plans for the future.

The visit in March 2022 can be considered as a 
follow up visit.His Excellency was the main celebrant 
for the mission feast of 2022. He celebrated the holy 
mass with 3 other CMI priests who have been chap-
lains of the mission during the last many years. Earli-
er we used to have Syro Malabar Holy Qurban once 
a month, we now have weekly holy mass on Thurs-
day evening and monthly weekend mass on the 
third Sunday of the month. The mission community 
is conducting catechism classes for kids of different 
age groups and we now conduct 9 classes and the 
first batch of year 12 passing out this year. All this has 
been possible only due to the continued support and 

guidance of his Excellency Bishop Bosco Puthur and 
the CMI priests working for the Bathurst dioceses.

The Mission is eagerly seeking further permanent 
pastoral care and support and his Excellency Bishop 
Bosco had a meeting with the Bathurst diocese Bish-
op, his Excellency Bishop Michael McKenna to discuss 
the possibilities for the same during this visit.
